FCC Releases Orders Adjusting a Limited Number of Year-One Funding Commitments for the Schools and Libraries Universal Support Mechanism 

Washington, D.C. – Today, the Federal Communications Commission (FCC) released an Order adjusting the discounts of one half of one percent of the applications funded for year one of the schools and libraries support mechanism because these applications did not meet statutory requirements.  In a separate action, the FCC released an Order waiving certain regulatory requirements for a limited number of year one applicants.
