On September 17, 1999, the Connecticut Department of Public Utility Control (DPUC) filed a pleading styled as “Voluntary Withdrawal of Petition for Waiver of CPNI Rules.”  On July 16, 1998, the DPUC had requested a waiver of several of the Commission’s customer proprietary network information (CPNI) rules in order to facilitate a local exchange ballot process in Connecticut.  In its September 17 pleading, the DPUC stated that due to legislative initiates in Connecticut the ballot process had been postponed.  As a result, the DPUC has chosen to withdraw its petition for waiver at this time.  



As the DPUC petition for waiver of Commission CPNI rules has been withdrawn, this proceeding IS TERMINATED.
