On October 1, 1999, the National Exchange Carrier Association, Inc. (NECA) filed its 2000 Modifications of Average Schedule Universal Service Formulas.  These proposed formulas, if approved, would be scheduled to take effect on January 1, 2000 and remain in effect through December 31, 2000.

In completing the transmittal screen, commenters should include their full name, Postal Service mailing address, and the applicable docket or rulemaking number.  Parties may also submit an electronic comment by Internet e-mail. This proceeding is being treated as a permit, but disclose proceeding for purposes of the Commission’s ex parte rules.  See generally 47 C.F.R. §§ 1.1200-1.1216.  Parties making oral ex parte presentations are reminded that memoranda summarizing the presentation must contain a summary of the substance of the presentation and not merely a listing of the subjects discussed.  More than a one or two sentence description of the views and arguments presented is generally required.  See 47 C.F.R. § 1.1206(b)(2), as revised.  Other rules pertaining to oral and written presentations are set forth in section 1.1206(b) as well.  Interested parties are to file with the Secretary, FCC, and serve Debbie Byrd and ITS, with copies of any written ex parte presentations or summaries of oral ex parte presentations in these proceedings in the manner specified above.
