Oppositions and comments must be served on the petitioners in accordance with Section 1.774(e)(2)(iii) of the Commission’s rules, 47 C.F.R. § 1.774(e)(2)(iii).  In addition, in accordance with Section 1.774(d) of the Commission’s rules, 47 C.F.R. § 1.774(d), Verizon, Pacific Bell, Ameritech, and Southwestern Bell may file replies no later than December 14, 2000.  Any replies must be filed through ETFS and served upon each party filing an opposition or comment.  See 47 C.F.R. § 1.774(e)(3).  For additional information about the filing and service of comments and replies, see Sections 1.774(c)-(e) of the Commission’s rules, 47 C.F.R. §§ 1.774(c)-(e).


This matter shall be treated as a "permit-but-disclose" proceeding in accordance with the Commission's ex parte rules.  See 47 C.F.R. §§ 1.1200 and 1.1206.  Persons making oral ex parte presentations are reminded that memoranda summarizing the presentations must contain summaries of the substance of the presentations and not merely a listing of the subjects discussed.
