COMMENT SOUGHT ON AMERITECH’S AMENDED PETITION REQUESTING 

APPROVAL OF CERTAIN LATA BOUNDARY ADJUSTMENTS TO PERMIT AMERITECH COMMUNICATIONS SERVICES TO OFFER COMPETITIVE LOCAL EXCHANGE SERVICE ENTITY IN OHIO

On November 24, 1999, Ameritech (“Petitioner”) filed a petition requesting approval of certain local access and transport area (LATA) boundary adjustments in Ohio.  These adjustments would permit a new Ameritech entity, Ameritech Communications Services, Inc. (“ASCI”), to offer competitive local exchange service in four market areas of Ohio that are served by non-Ameritech local exchange carriers. Those market areas are: Cincinnati, (to include the Cincinnati exchange area that is currently served by Cincinnati Bell);  Lebanon/Mason, (to include the Lebanon and Mason exchange areas northeast of Cincinnati that are currently served by United/Sprint); Hudson/Twinsburg, (to include the Hudson, Twinsburg and Northfield exchange areas south of Cleveland that are currently served by Western Reserve/ALLTEL); and Delaware, (to include the Delaware and Cheshire Center exchange areas north of Columbus that are currently served by GTE).


On April 10, 2000, Petitioner filed an amendment to its November 24, 1999 petition reflecting a change in business plans.
Ameritech and its parent, SBC Communications Inc., have now determined that SBC Telecom, Inc. (“SBC Telecom”) will assume the responsibility for the services contemplated to be provided in the Cincinnati and Lebanon, Ohio markets, as described in the petition.  SBC Telecom is a wholly owned subsidiary of SBC Communications Inc. and is an affiliate of ACSI.  Similarly, Ameritech Corporation, the parent of ASCI, is a wholly owned subsidiary of SBC Communicaitons Inc.  Therefore, the application should relfect that SBC Telecom, and not ACSI, rquires and seeks the requested LATA boundary relief for the Cincinnati and Lebanon markets.  ACSI will remain as the applicant to provide local exchange service in the Hudson and Delaware, Ohio markets, as explained in the petition.  As to those markets, ACSI still needs the relief sought in the original petition.  


SBC Telecom also seeks blanket authority to provide local calling that mirrors the local calling areas of the ILECs in whose exchanges it will be authorized to serve by the Public Utilities Commission of Ohio, as those areas may be expanded from time to time.  ACSI plans to serve the Hudson, Northfield, and Twinsburg exchanges of The Western Reserve Telephone Company and the Cheshire Center and Delaware exchanges of GTE North Incorporated.  The exchanges which SBC Telecom plans to serve are the Lebanon and Mason Exchanges of United Telephone Company of Ohio and all of the exchanges of Cincinnati Bell Telephone Company.
