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ORDER GRANTING EXTENSION OF TIME
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By the Chief, Office of Engineering and Technology:

1.  On February 29, 2000, The ABC Television Affiliates Association, The CBS Television Network Affiliates Association, The Fox Television Affiliates Association, and The NBC Television Affiliates Association  (collectively, the “Network Affiliates”) submitted a motion to the Commission to extend the reply comment deadline in the above captioned proceeding from March 7, 2000 to March 14, 2000.
