Petition for Declaratory Ruling

The applicant seeks a declaratory ruling pursuant to Section 310(b)(4) of the Communications Act that indirect foreign ownership in
excess of 25% of its licensee subsidiaries would serve the public interest. Specifically, the applicant requests that the Commission find
that its current level of indirect foreign ownership serves the public interest, that such ownership by existing alien shareholders may be
augmented without regard to the 25% benchmark, and that, as a result of fluctuations in publicly traded shares of the applicant, other
foreign individuals or entities may hold an additional fifteen percent indirect interest in the licensees. The applicant is not requesting
approval of any situation where more than 25% would be held by entities from non-WTO countries.
