1.  At the request of North Country Broadcasting, Inc. ("petitioner), licensee of Station WCQA, Fredonia, New York, the Commission has before it the Notice of Proposed Rule Making, 15 FCC Rcd 5615 (2000), proposing the reallotment of Channel 243A from Fredonia to Falconer, New York, as the community's first local aural service, and the modification of Station WCQA's license accordingly.  Petitioner filed comments withdrawing its interest in the proposal.


2.  As stated in the Notice, a showing of continuing interest is required before a channel will be allotted, and absent such an expression of interest, it is the Commission's policy to refrain from allotting the channel.  Since petitioner has withdrawn its interest in the reallotment of Channel 243A from Fredonia to Falconer, we shall grant petitioner's request to dismiss its proposal.  In compliance with the requirements of Section 1.420(j) of the Commission's Rules, petitioner states that it has not received, and will not receive, any consideration for the withdrawal of its petition.


3.  Accordingly, IT IS ORDERED, That the petition for rule making of North Country Broadcasting, Inc. to reallot Channel 243A from Fredonia to Falconer, New York, and modify Station WCQA's license accordingly, IS DISMISSED.


4.  IT IS FURTHER ORDERED, That this proceeding IS TERMINATED.
