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By the Commission:

1.  The Commission has before it an Application for Review filed by United Television, Inc. (“United”), licensee of KTVX(TV), Salt Lake City, Utah, of the February 12, 1993, decision of the Chief, Video Services Division, Mass Media Bureau, denying its petition to deny the above-captioned application to transfer control of the license of KJZZ-TV (formerly KXIV(TV)), Salt Lake City, from Skaggs Telecommunications Service, Inc. to Larry H. Miller Communications Corporation.

2.  United raises essentially the same arguments here as were raised in its petition to deny.  We have reviewed the staff disposition of the petition and find that its ruling was correct and that no basis exists to warrant reversal.

 
3.  Accordingly, IT IS ORDERED, That the Application for Review filed by United Television, Inc. IS DENIED.
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
