After the pleading cycle, the Mass Media Bureau will release a public notice stating whether it is prepared to grant a construction permit to the winning bidder.  The winning bidder will be required to pay the balance of its winning bid in a lump sum payment within ten (10) business days following the release of that public notice.  A construction permit will be awarded upon the full and timely payment of the winning bid and any applicable late fees.  See 47 C.F.R. § 73.5003(c).
