ADMINISTRATIVE LAW JUDGE JOHN M. FRYSIAK TO RETIRE  

Administrative Law Judge John M. Frysiak will retire on December 31, 1999, after  27 years of government service.  


Judge Frysiak began his service with the Commission on October 7, 1979.  Prior to joining the Commission, Judge Frysiak worked at the U.S. Nuclear Regulatory Commission as a member of the Licensing Board Panel (1974-1978).  He also served as an Administrative Law Judge for the Social Security Administration in Syracuse, NY (1978-1979), and the U.S. Department of Labor, Washington, D.C. (1979).  


Judge Frysiak is a native of Buffalo, NY.  He received his B.A. degree at Canisius College and his JD degree from the University of Buffalo.  After his admission to practice in 1957, he served as an attorney for the U.S. Veterans Administration  (Buffalo, NY); Assistant District Attorney for Erie County, NY, and as Assistant Attorney General for New York State.  As New York Assistant Attorney General he was assigned to the Claims and Litigation Bureau.
