By the Chief, Auctions and Industry Analysis Division:

1.  On March 25, 1999, the Commission released a Notice of Proposed Rule Making
 in the above-captioned proceeding.  The Notice initially stated that comments would be due on or before July 2, 1999 and reply comments on or before August 2, 1999.
  On May 19, 1999 the Commission released an Order extending the deadline for the filing of comments and reply comments to August 2, 1999 and September 16, 1999, respectively.
 

2.  On September 8, 1999, the Commission received a Request for Extension of Time to File Reply Comments filed by the Land Mobile Communications Council ("LMCC").
  LMCC requests the Commission to extend the deadline for filing reply comments to September 30, 1999.  LMCC contends that an extension of the deadline is warranted because of the voluminous record created by initial comments to the Notice and the multiple issues raised therein.
  In addition, LMCC notes there are September 16, 1999 deadlines in two other proceedings that significantly impact the private wireless community.

3.  The Commission does not routinely grant extensions of time.
  Upon review, however, we agree that an extension will afford parties the necessary time to coordinate and file reply comments that will facilitate the compilation of a more complete record in this proceeding, without causing undue delay to the Commission's consideration of the issues.  

4.  Accordingly, IT IS ORDERED that the Request for Extension of Time to File Reply Comments filed by the Land Mobile Communications Council on September 8, 1999, IS GRANTED.  Interested parties may file reply comments on or before September 30, 1999.
