MEMORANDUM OPINION AND ORDER
   Adopted:  October 8, 1999

By the Deputy Chief, Commercial Wireless Division, Wireless Telecommunications Bureau:

1. On October 13, 1995, Laura Lee Fairbanks (Ms. Fairbanks), the finder, filed a Petition for Reconsideration (Petition)
 of a decision by the Wireless Telecommunications Bureau’s Office of Operations. That decision dismissed her Request for a Finder's Preference (Request) filed against Station WPCE870 located at Indianapolis, Indiana.
  For the reasons discussed below, Ms. Fairbanks’s Petition is denied.

2. Ms. Fairbanks filed a finder’s preference request against Station WPCE870 on August 10, 1994.
 Ms. Fairbanks alleged that the target licensee failed to construct and operate the station within one year of the license grant date as required by section 90.631(f) of the Commission’s rules. The Office of Operations dismissed the Request because the target licensee was one of many conventional SMR operators granted a four month extension of time in which to construct their stations.
 Due to the Commission’s action extending the time of the target license to construct WPCE870, the Request was untimely filed.  A finder cannot file a finder’s preference request against a target station whose construction deadline has not yet expired.  The Commission’s action of May 24, 1995, extended the construction deadline for Station WPCE870, thereby rendering Ms. Fairbanks’s Request untimely.

3. Accordingly, IT IS ORDERED that, pursuant to sections 4(i) and 405 of the Communications Act of 1934, as amended, 47 U.S.C. §§ 154(i) and 405, and sections 0.331 and 1.106 of the Commission's rules, 47 C.F.R. §§ 0.331 and 1.106, the Petition for Reconsideration in the above‑captioned Finder's Preference Case No. 94F355 IS DENIED.
