This Order dismisses as moot the Request for Special Temporary Authority (“STA Request”) filed by MEBCOM Communications, Inc. (“MEBCOM”) and Madison River Telephone Company (“Madison”) seeking special temporary authority to consummate a proposed transaction involving the license to operate common carrier paging station WRD381 prior to the grant of the Commission’s consent to the transfer of control of this license.

On December 19, 1997, MEBCOM and Madison filed the above-captioned STA Request.  After the STA Request was filed, however, the Licensing and Technical Analysis Branch of the Commercial Wireless Division, gave consent to the transfer of control of the license to operate the station.  Accordingly, we dismiss the STA Request as moot.
