This Order dismisses as moot the Petition to Deny (“Petition”) filed by Dana Paging, Inc., d/b/a Message Network (“Message Network”) opposing the proposed assignment of the captioned PLMS licenses.

On June 15, 1991, Dialton, Inc., d/b/a Miami Beepers (“Dialton”) filed the captioned application. On July 1, 1991, Message Network filed its Petition.  After the Petition was filed, however, General Paging and Telecommunications Company, Inc., the transferee, requested that the Commission dismiss the application without prejudice.  Pursuant to that request, on July 18, 1991, the Commission dismissed the application.  Accordingly, we dismiss the Petition as moot.

Accordingly, IT IS ORDERED that, pursuant to authority delegated by Sections 4(i) and 309 of the Communications Act, as amended, 47 U.S.C §§ 154(i), 309, and by Sections 0.331 and 22.130(c) of the Commission's rules, 47 C.F.R §§ 0.331, 22.130(c), the Petition to Deny filed by Dana Paging, Inc. d/b/a Message Network on July 1, 1991, IS DISMISSED as moot.
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
