By the Chief, Policy and Rules Branch, Commercial Wireless Division, Wireless Telecommunications Bureau:


1.  On June 13, 1994, AirTouch Paging (AirTouch) filed a Motion to Consolidate and Objection to Applications filed by General Paging & Telecommunications Co., Inc. (General Paging).  Specifically, AirTouch sought the Commission’s dismissal of General Paging’s above-captioned applications.  AirTouch asserted that the two General applications constituted co-pending applications for multiple VHF mobile channels in a common geographic area, and as such were defective.


2.  On December 6, 1994, as part of a settlement with AirTouch, General agreed to withdraw its Motion to Consolidate and Objection to Applications in the above captioned matter.  The Policy and Rules Branch of the Commercial Wireless Division has reviewed the settlement and hereby approves the withdrawal of the Motion to Consolidate and Objection to Applications.


3. Accordingly, IT IS ORDERED, that pursuant to authority delegated by sections 4(i) and 309(d) of the Communications Act, as amended, 47 U.S.C. §§ 154(i), 309(d), and sections 0.331 and 22.129 of the Commission’s Rules, 47 C.F.R. §§ 0.331, 22.129, the Motion to Consolidate and Objection to Applications filed by AirTouch Paging on June 13, 1994, IS DISMISSED as moot.
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
