By the Deputy Chief, Policy and Rules Branch, Commercial Wireless Division, Wireless Telecommunications Bureau:

1. On June 8, 1994, Dale Westphall filed an application for a new 454.650 MHz facility in Charlotte, NC.  On July 26, 1994, FCCA filed an application for a new 454.650 MHz facility on Anderson Mountain, NC. 


2.  On October 3, 1996, as part of a settlement agreement, FCCA and Dale Westphall requested the dismissal of their respective applications.  After the settlement agreement was filed, the Licensing and Technical Analysis Branch, Commercial Wireless Division dismissed the applications.  The settlement agreement, however, was not formally approved.  Because the settlement agreement technically remains pending, the Policy and Rules Branch of the Commercial Wireless Division now formally approves the settlement agreement.


3. Accordingly, IT IS ORDERED, that pursuant to authority delegated by sections 4(i) and 309(d) of the Communications Act, as amended, 47 U.S.C. §§ 154(i), 309(d), and sections 0.331 and 22.129 of the Commission’s Rules, 47 C.F.R. §§ 0.331, 22.129, the settlement agreement entered into by Dale Westphall and FCCA on September 12, 1996, and filed with the Commission on October 3, 1996, IS APPROVED.
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
