ORDER

By the Deputy Chief, Policy and Rules Branch, Commercial Wireless Division, Wireless Telecommunications Bureau:

1. This Order dismisses Kenneth Sikorski’s requests for extension of time to place the above-captioned stations into operation. 

2. From January 14, 1997 through September 16, 1997, Kenneth Sikorski filed several similar letters with the Wireless Telecommunications Bureau seeking extensions of time to commence operation of the above-captioned stations.
  On our own motion, we will treat all of these letters collectively as a single request for extension of time filed as of January 14, 1997 (Request for Extension of Time).

3. A review of the Commission’s records reveals that the authorization for station KNLM699 was terminated on January 19, 1996, for failure to provide notification of construction and commencement of service,
 and that the authorization for station KNLQ575 was terminated on April 13, 1996 for the same reason.
  We therefore dismiss as untimely the Request for Extension of Time with regard to these two stations.

4. Review of the Commission’s records further reveals that the authorizations for stations KNLQ414, KNLQ409, KNLM750, and KNLM702 remain valid, and these stations currently should be providing service to the public.  We therefore dismiss as moot the Request for Extension of Time with regard to these four stations.

5. Accordingly, IT IS ORDERED that, pursuant to by Section 4(i) of the Communications Act, as amended, 47 U.S.C §§ 154(i), and by Section 0.331 of the Commission's rules, 47 C.F.R §§ 0.331, the Request for Extension of Time (as defined in this Order), filed by Kenneth Sikorski as of January 14, 1997, IS DISMISSED.
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� Section 22.142(c) of the Commission’s Rules, 47 C.F.R. § 22.142(c) (1998), states that before the date of required commencement of service, a licensee may file an application on FCC Form 600 requesting an extension of the construction period.  The FCC may grant extentions of the construction period if the licensee shows that the failure to commence service provision is due to causes beyond the licensee’s control.  Id. at § 22.142(c)(1).

� Even if we were to treat the Request for Extension of Time as a Petition for Reconsideration of the termination of the authorizations for those two stations, we still would dismiss them as untimely under our rules.  Section 1.106(f) of the Commission’s Rules requires Petitions for Reconsideration to be filed within 30 days of the date of public notice of the final Commission action.  47 C.F.R. § 1.106(f) (1998).
