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1.  Introduction.  On February 9, 1998, 360º Communications Company of Ohio No. 4 (360º Communications) requested reconsideration of the imposition of a secondary status condition on the authorization for fixed microwave service (FMS) Stations WMM450, Berlin Center, Ohio and WML366, Salem, Ohio.
  For the reasons set forth herein, we grant the request and will re-issue the license with primary status.


2.   Background.  The Commission has reallocated portions of the 2 GHz band from FMS to emerging technology (ET) services.
  To facilitate the transition from FMS to ET, the Commission promulgated regulations regarding the future licensing of FMS stations in the 2 GHz band.
  According to the Commission's Rules, new stations, extensions of existing networks and major modifications of existing stations will be licensed on a secondary basis.
  Primary status will be granted for a limited number of minor modifications.
  All other minor modifications will render the modified FMS license secondary to ET systems unless the FMS licensee justifies primary status and the modification does not add to the relocation costs to be paid by the new ET licensees.
  


3.  On April 30, 1997, 360º Communications filed an application for authorization to modify the facilities for Stations WMM450 and WML366.
  360º Communications states that the proposed modifications were data corrections that arose from a recent inspection and survey of the facilities.
  With respect to Station WMM450 the latitude coordinates were changed by one second, the ground elevation was changed by 2.8 meters and the overall antenna structure height was increased by 1.2 meters.
  With respect to Station WML366, the ground elevation was changed by 0.6 meters and antenna structure height increased by 2.1 meters.
  The antenna center line height did not change at either station.
  


4.  Effective January 8, 1998, the Licensing and Technical Analysis Branch granted modified authorizations for Stations WMM450 and WML366 with secondary status condition on the licenses.  Prior to this time, Stations WMM450 and WML366 were authorized to operate on a primary basis.  On February 9, 1998, 360º Communications requested reconsideration of the imposition of the secondary status condition on Stations WMM450 and WML366 and re-issuance of these licenses on a primary basis.
  


5.  Decision.  360º Communications states that the changes to the antenna structure height, ground elevation and location coordinates merely corrected errors discovered in a recent inspection and survey of its facilities and did not involve any actual change at the transmit or receive station.
  Under the Commission's Rules, secondary status is not applied to data corrections which do not involve a change in the location of an existing facility.
  Moreover, the Commission determined in adopting final rules regarding future licensing in the 2 GHz band that data corrections are minor technical changes that do not add to the relocation costs of ET licensees and thus are not subject to the imposition of a secondary status condition.
  We are persuaded that the subject changes in ground elevation, location coordinates and antenna structure height are data corrections resulting from the recent inspection and survey of the stations' facilities.


6.  ACCORDINGLY, IT IS ORDERED that pursuant to Sections 4(i) and 405 of the Communications Act of 1934, 47 U.S.C. §§ 154(i), 405, and Sections 1.106 and 101.81 of the Commission's Rules, 47 C.F.R. §§ 1.106, 101.81, the Petition for Reconsideration of 360º Communications Company of Ohio No. 4, filed on February 9, 1998 IS GRANTED and the licenses for Stations WMM450 and WML366 will be re-issued with primary status.


7.  This action is taken under delegated authority pursuant to Sections 0.131 and 0.331 of the Commission's Rules, 47 C.F.R. §§ 0.131, 0.331.
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
