MEMORANDUM OPINION AND ORDER

We have before us an Application for Review, filed on May 19, 1993, by Applicants Against Lottery Abuses (AALA),
 requesting review of a Memorandum Opinion & Order on Reconsideration (MO&O on Reconsideration) issued on April 19, 1993 by the Common Carrier Bureau.
  The MO&O on Reconsideration affirmed the action of the former Mobile Services Division in determining that the Minnesota 4 - Lake Rural Service Area (RSA), Market No. 485A, would be treated as an unserved area for filing purposes after the relinquishment of the authorization by Edison Cellular, the former A block cellular licensee.
  The MO&O on Reconsideration upheld the Division’s decision to request new applications for Market 485A and concluded that the dismissal of the competing applications was consistent with Commission procedure.  Further, the MO&O on Reconsideration rejected AALA’s argument that the dismissed applications must be reinstated because Edison allegedly procured its license by fraud or abuse of process.
  AALA’s Application for Review requests that the Commission reinstate the dismissed applications and conduct a relottery among only those initial applicants who submitted applications for Market 485A.

2. AALA presents no arguments in its Application for Review that would lead us to change the

Bureau’s decision.  We therefore deny AALA ‘s Application for Review and affirm the Bureau’s decision for the reasons stated therein.

3.
Accordingly, IT IS HEREBY ORDERED that, pursuant to sections 4(i) and 309(i)(5)(A) of the Communications Act, as amended, 47 U.S.C. §§ 154(i), 309(i)(5)(A) and section 1.115 of the Commission's rules, 47 C.F.R. § 1.115, the Application for Review of Applicants Against Lottery Abuses, filed on May 19, 1993, IS DENIED.
