FRONTIER AND BELL ATLANTIC SEEK 

FCC CONSENT TO TRANSFER CONTROL OF CELLULAR, PAGING AND MICROWAVE LICENSES  

PLEADING CYCLE ESTABLISHED


Frontier Corporation (“Frontier”) and Bell Atlantic Corporation (“Bell Atlantic”) have filed applications under Section 310(d) of the Communications Act of 1934, as amended, 47 U.S.C. § 310(d), requesting Commission approval to transfer control of certain cellular, paging and point-to-point microwave licenses and authorizations from subsidiaries of Frontier to a subsidiary of Bell Atlantic.  

Frontier and Bell Atlantic, through various subsidiaries, each currently hold indirectly a fifty-percent interest in the licensees covered by this Public Notice and listed below.  The proposed transaction provides that Bell Atlantic Mobile of Upstate New York, Inc., a subsidiary of Bell Atlantic, will acquire all of Frontier’s interest in the licensees, giving Bell Atlantic a 100-percent interest in, and ultimate affirmative control of, these licensees.  


This transaction is related to the request of Global Crossing, Ltd. and Frontier to transfer control of all of Frontier’s licenses and authorizations to Global Crossing in CC Docket 99-264.  See Public Notice, “Frontier and Global Crossing Seek FCC Consent to transfer Control of Licenses and Authorizations from Frontier to Global Crossing,” DA 99-921 (released May 14, 1999).  The transaction addressed in those applications involves a merger of Frontier into Global Crossing.  The applications for consent to transfer control of Frontier’s licenses and authorizations to Global Crossing are being processed independently of the applications of Frontier and Bell Atlantic to transfer control of the cellular, paging and microwave licenses that are the subject of this Public Notice to Bell Atlantic.  It is anticipated that the Commission will act on the Frontier-Global Crossing applications before acting on the applications to transfer control of Frontier’s wireless licenses to Bell Atlantic, and that the Frontier-Global Crossing transaction may be consummated prior to the Commission’s action on the Frontier-Bell Atlantic applications addressed herein.  The Public Notice also serves as notice that the Commission anticipates that Frontier and Bell Atlantic may be required to amend the applications below to account for the transfer of control to Global Crossing of Frontier’s licenses and authorizations, and that, under these circumstances, the Commission will consider such an amendment to be a minor amendment.
