WIRELESS TELECOMMUNICATIONS BUREAU REMOVES CONDITION ON

 26 PHASE II 220 MHz LICENSES AND ANNOUNCES THAT IT IS PREPARED TO GRANT TWO PHASE II 220 MHz LICENSES AFTER FINAL PAYMENT IS MADE

Auction Event No. 18

Report No. AUC-18-N (Auction No. 18)

On April 16, 1999 and June 7, 1999, the Wireless Telecommunications Bureau (Bureau) granted 26 Phase II 220 MHz licenses conditioned on the outcome of an enforcement investigation regarding the bidding activities and disclosure requirements of two winning bidders in the Phase II 220 MHz auction (Auction No. 18).
  In addition, the Bureau did not grant two other Phase II 220 MHz licenses that these bidders won in Auction No. 18 pending the outcome of the investigation.


The Bureau's Enforcement Division has since completed its investigation and found no basis for taking Enforcement action.  Therefore, we remove the condition upon the 26 Phase II 220 MHz licenses listed in Attachment A.  We also announce that we are prepared to grant the two Phase II 220 MHz licenses to the applicants listed in Attachment B following the full and timely payment of the remaining balance of the applicants’ winning bids.  Final payment must be received by the Commission within ten (10) business days of the date of this Public Notice (i.e., by October 27, 1999).  See 47 C.F.R. §§ 1.2109(a), 90.1015(a).  If a winning bidder fails to pay the balance of its winning bids in a lump sum by this deadline, it may make a late payment within ten (10) business days after the payment deadline (i.e., by November 10, 1999), provided that it also pays a late fee equal to five percent of the amount due.  See 47 C.F.R. §§ 1.2109(a), 90.1015(a).


If a winning bidder fails to pay the balance of its winning bid by the late payment deadline of November 10, 1999, it will be considered in default on its license(s) and subject to the applicable default payments.  See 47 C.F.R. §§ 1.2109(a), 90.1015(a).  Such applicants will be assessed default payments as proscribed by sections 1.2104(g), 1.2109(b) and 90.1007 of the Commission's rules.  See 47 C.F.R. §§ 1.2104(g), 1.2109(b), 90.1007.

Issuance of Final Public Notice and Individual Licenses 

The Bureau will release a public notice announcing the grant of those licenses in which the Commission has received the timely final payment of the winning bid amount(s).  Individual Phase II 220 MHz licenses will be issued shortly thereafter.

Payment Instructions

All payments must be made in U.S. currency in the form of a wire transfer.  See 47 C.F.R. § 1.2107(b).  No personal checks, cashier's checks or other forms of payment will be accepted.


Wire transfer payments must be received by Mellon Bank by 6:00 p.m. Eastern Standard Time, on October 27, 1999 (or 6:00 p.m. Eastern Standard Time, November 10, 1999, along with the five percent late fee).  Applicants must allow sufficient time for the wire transfer to be initiated and for the transmission to be completed prior to the deadline.
