APPROVES WITHDRAWAL OF APPLICATION FOR REVIEW
On September 6, 1996, Advanced Digital Paging, Inc. (ADP) filed an application for modification of Station WNVN650 on private carrier paging frequency 929.4375 MHz, File No. D052485.  TSR Paging Inc., a predecessor-in-interest  to TSR Wireless LLC (TSR), filed a Petition to Dismiss or Deny ADP’s application on October 24, 1996 (Petition).  The Licensing and Technical Analysis Branch of the Commercial Wireless Division denied TSR’s Petition on July 1, 1997.  TSR filed an Application for Review of the Branch’s denial of its Petition on July 31, 1997 (Application). 

On November 4, 1999, the Policy and Rules Branch of the Commercial Wireless Division cancelled ADP’s license for Station WNVN650 and dismissed its application for modification of Station WNVN650, File No. D052485.  See Public Notice, DA 99-2454 (rel. Nov. 4, 1999).  By letter dated November 5, 1999, TSR requested dismissal of its Application, noting that the Commission’s cancellation of the license for Station WNVN650 rendered the Application moot.  The Policy and Rules Branch has reviewed and hereby approves TSR Wireless LLC’s request, dated November 5, 1999, to withdraw its Application for Review, filed July 31, 1997.
