On March 28, 1997, the Commission adopted the Second Further Notice of Proposed Rulemaking (“Second Further Notice”)
 concerning the licensing of cellular service and other commercial mobile radio services (“CMRS”) in the Gulf of Mexico.  In response to the Second Further Notice, 28 parties filed comments and 22 filed reply comments.  Since that time, numerous parties have consulted with Commission staff regarding the Second Further Notice proposals for the licensing of cellular and other CMRS in the Gulf of Mexico.  We recently discovered that the Commission had inadvertently neglected to publish the Second Further Notice in the Federal Register.  We are confident that virtually all, if not all, interested parties have had actual notice of the Second Further Notice, and participated in this rulemaking.  Nevertheless, to ensure that there are no issues regarding compliance with the Administrative Procedure Act’s notice requirements for rulemakings,
 we are publishing the Second Further Notice in the Federal Register and reopening the pleading cycle.  Entities that have already commented in this proceeding need not file additional comments. 


Interested parties may file comments on or before [20 days after publication in the Federal Register], and reply comments on or before [14 days thereafter].  To file formally in this proceeding, parties must file an original and four copies of all comments, reply comments and supporting comments.  Any party that wants each Commissioner to receive a copy should file an original plus nine copies.  Comment and reply comments should be filed with the Office of the Secretary, Federal Communications Commission, 445 12th Street, S.W., TW-A325, Washington, D.C. 20554.  A copy of all comments also should be filed with the Commission’s copy contractor, International Transcription Service, Inc. (“ITS”), 1231 20th Street, N.W., Washington, D.C.  20036.
