PRIMECO PCS, GTE WIRELESS INCORPORATED, AND BGV LICENSE COMPANY, LLC SEEK FCC CONSENT TO TRANSFER CONTROL OF AND ASSIGN WIRELESS LICENSES

Chicago 20 MHz, LLC (“Chicago 20 MHz”), a wholly-owned subsidiary of PrimeCo PCS, LP (“PrimeCo”), GTE Wireless Cincinnati LLC (“Cincinnati LLC”), a wholly-owned subsidiary of GTE Wireless Incorporated (“GTE Wireless”), and BGV License Company, LLC (“BGV”) have filed applications pursuant to Section 310(d) of the Communications Act of 1934, as amended, 47 U.S.C. § 310(d), seeking Commission approval of (1) the transfer of control to BGV of licenses currently operated by subsidiaries of PrimeCo and GTE Wireless and (2) the simultaneous assignment of those licenses to a wholly-owned subsidiary of BGV.  The parties state that PrimeCo and GTE Wireless are now controlled by Bell Atlantic Corporation d/b/a Verizon Communications, Inc. (“Bell Atlantic”), and that these transactions are part of the divestitures required to comply with the Commission’s Order approving the transfers of control of GTE Corporation’s (“GTE”) licenses and lines to Bell Atlantic
 and with the requirements of the Consent Decree among GTE, Bell Atlantic, Vodafone AirTouch Plc, and the Department of Justice.
