TLA Spectrum, LLC (“TLA”), a wholly owned subsidiary of Rural Cellular Corporation (“RCC”), and the stockholders of Saco River Telegraph and Telephone Company (“Saco River”) have filed applications pursuant to Section 310(d) of the Communications Act of 1934, as amended (the “Act”), 47 U.S.C. § 310(d), seeking Commission approval to transfer control of licenses and authorizations held by Saco River and its subsidiaries from the stockholders of Saco River to TLA.
  As part of the proposed transaction, SRTT Acquisition Corp., a newly formed, wholly owned subsidiary of TLA, will be merged into Saco River, with Saco River as the surviving entity.  Following this proposed merger, the name of Saco River will be changed to Saco River Telecommunications, Inc. (“SRTI”), with TLA holding all the stock of SRTI.


Final action will not be taken on these applications earlier than 31 days following the date of this Public Notice.  See 47 U.S.C. § 309(b).  Interested parties may file comments or petitions to deny no later than September 14, 2000.  Replies to such pleadings may be filed no later than September 25, 2000. Carroll controls, directly or indirectly, a majority of the stock of Saco River – the remaining stock of Saco River is held by siblings of Robert C. Carroll – the parties have identified Robert C. Carroll as the transferor on the applications.  As part of the proposed transaction, the parties also have filed, pursuant to Section 214 of the Act, 47 U.S.C. § 214, an application for the transfer of control to RCC of an international 214 authorization currently held by Communications Design, Inc.  This application will be processed separately by the International Bureau.  In addition, the parties filed an application for the transfer of control to RCC of a Telephone Maintenance Radio Service authorization (station KDK899) currently licensed to Saco River; however, because this application does not require public notice prior to grant, it is not separately listed herein.


� 	File No. 0000187620 has been designated as the lead application in this transaction, and all pleadings and other submissions filed in this matter that pertain generally to the transaction and not to a particular application will be available through this file number.


� 	Robert C. Carroll and other stockholders of Saco River hold a 50-percent membership interest in New Hampshire Wireless, LLC.  ACN, Inc. (“ACN”) holds the other 50-percent membership interest in New Hampshire Wireless, LLC.  File No. 0000186166 was originally filed to reflect a transfer of control of New Hampshire Wireless, LLC by virtue of the proposed transfer of the 50-percent membership interest held by Robert C. Carroll and other Saco River stockholders.  Since the original filing of File No. 0000186166, TLA has entered into an agreement with ACN to acquire the remaining 50-percent membership interest held by ACN in New Hampshire Wireless, LLC.  Accordingly, on August 4, 2000, the parties amended File No. 0000186166 to also reflect the proposed transfer of control of ACN’s 50-percent membership interest.
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
