COMMENT AND REPLY COMMENT DATES ESTABLISHED FOR THE IMPLEMENTATION OF THE NET 911 ACT NOTICE OF PROPOSED RULEMAKING 

WC Docket No. 08-171

Comments Due:  September 9, 2008
Replies Due:  September 17, 2008

On August 25, 2008, the Commission released a Notice of Proposed Rulemaking in WC Docket No. 08-171 as a first step towards implementing the New and Emerging Technologies 911 Improvement Act (NET 911 Act).
  This legislation requires the Commission to implement certain rules by October 21, 2008.  In light of this statutory deadline, the Commission set the comment and reply comment due dates as 12 and 20 days, respectively, after publication of the summary of the NET 911 Act NPRM in the Federal Register.  

A summary of the Commission’s NET 911 Act NPRM was published in the Federal Register today, August 28, 2008, triggering the cycle for comments and replies.
  Accordingly, comments are due by September 9, 2008 and replies are due by September 17, 2008.  All pleadings should reference WC Docket No. 08-171.
Comments may be filed using the Commission’s Electronic Comment Filing System (ECFS) or by filing paper copies.
 

· Electronic Filers:  Comments may be filed electronically using the Internet by accessing the ECFS:  http://www.fcc.gov/cgb/ecfs/ or the Federal e-Rulemaking Portal:  http://www.regulations.gov.  Filers should follow the instructions provided on the Web site for submitting comments.  

· For ECFS filers, if multiple docket or rulemaking numbers appear in the caption of this proceeding, filers must transmit one electronic copy of the comments for each docket or rulemaking number referenced in the caption.  In completing the transmittal screen, filers should include their full name, U.S. Postal Service mailing address, and the applicable docket or rulemaking number.  Parties may also submit an electronic comment by Internet e-mail.  To get filing instructions, filers should send an e-mail to ecfs@fcc.gov, and include the following words in the body of the message, “get form.”  A sample form and directions will be sent in response.

· Paper Filers:  Parties who choose to file by paper must file an original and four copies of each filing.  If more than one docket or rulemaking number appears in the caption of this proceeding, filers must submit two additional copies for each additional docket or rulemaking number.

· Filings can be sent by hand or messenger delivery, by commercial overnight courier, or by first-class or overnight U.S. Postal Service mail (although we continue to experience delays in receiving U.S. Postal Service mail).  All filings must be addressed to the Commission’s Secretary, Office of the Secretary, Federal Communications Commission.

· The Commission’s contractor will receive hand-delivered or messenger-delivered paper filings for the Commission’s Secretary at 236 Massachusetts Avenue, NE, Suite 110, Washington, DC  20002.  The filing hours at this location are 8:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m.  All hand deliveries must be held together with rubber bands or fasteners.  Any envelopes must be disposed of before entering the building.
