On September 3, 2008, Broadwing Communications, LLC (Broadwing) and Telecom Management, Inc. d/b/a Pioneer Telephone (Pioneer) (collectively, Applicants) filed an application, pursuant to section 63.03 of the Commission’s rules, for consent to transfer Broadwing’s residential and small and medium enterprise (SME) customer bases to Pioneer.
  Broadwing, a Delaware limited-liability company, provides interexchange services nationwide and is an indirect, wholly-owned subsidiary of Level 3 Communications, LLC.  Pioneer, a Maine corporation, offers interexchange services in every state except Alaska and Hawaii.  Pioneer is wholly owned by Susan Bouchard, a U.S. citizen.  The Applicants state that no other person or entity holds a 10 percent or greater interest in Pioneer, and that Pioneer has no subsidiaries.  Broadwing has entered into agreements with Pioneer for an asset-based transaction whereby Pioneer will acquire Broadwing’s residential and SME customer bases, but no network facilities.  Broadwing will continue (as a wholly-owned subsidiary of Level 3) to provide telecommunications services to other corporate customers.  Applicants assert that the proposed transaction is entitled to presumptive streamlined treatment under section 63.03(b)(2)(i) of the Commission’s rules and that a grant of this application will serve the public interest, convenience, and necessity.
