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I want to express my appreciation to you, the Commissioners of the FCC, for your courageous vote requiring the networks to begin providing video descriptive service to people who are blind and visually impaired. 

I have enjoyed video descriptive movies from the regional library for the blind, from Blockbusters (when they are available), and the few programs that come over Public Television.  Now I am looking forward to April of 2002 , when i will turn on my TV and many of the programs  silent and action parts will be described to me. 

Stand by vote so that we who cannot see, can at least hear actions and scenery described to us. The petitioners have not provided any new information which was not already known at the time the FCC reached its decision and issued the ruling.
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
