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Jack works with North American government agencies and development organizations to identify communications requirements that can be met by Inmarsat’s existing services, or by the new Broadband Global Area Network. With launch in 2005 via Inmarsat’s powerful new I-4 satellites, BGAN will bring mobile users enhanced IP connectivity via laptop-sized mobile satellite terminals at data rates up to 432 kilobits per second.

Prior to joining Inmarsat, Jack worked in the International Bureau of the Federal Communications Commission.  He also spent 16 years as a Foreign Service officer with the State Department, with overseas postings in Chile, Colombia and the United Kingdom.  In addition, he worked in State’s Washington headquarters on Western Hemisphere, Soviet Union and International Communications policy.  In the latter capacity, Mr. Deasy represented the United States at a variety of multilateral meetings and negotiations, with a focus on arms control, military assistance and telecommunications trade.
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
