Introduction
Agenda item 1.2 covers three issues:

Issue A

Through Resolution 746 (WRC-03): The extension of the current allocation to the meteorological satellite service in the band 18.1-18.3 GHz by an additional 100 MHz to support increased data rate requirements originating from high-resolution sensors.

Issue B

Through Resolution 746 (WRC-03): Sharing between the Earth exploration-satellite service (passive) and space research service (passive) and the fixed service and mobile service in the band 10.6-10.68 GHz. 

Issue C

Through Resolution 742 (WRC-03): Sharing between the Earth exploration-satellite service (passive) and space research service (passive) and the fixed service and mobile service in the band 36-37 GHz.

Issue A

The Arab States propose an additional allocation for the meteorological-satellite service in the band 18.3-18.4 GHz worldwide under Article 5. This could be achieved through the modification of footnote No. 519 of the Radio Regulations to apply to the 18.1-18.4 GHz band, and consequential modifications of other relevant articles in Appendix 5 and Appendix 7 of the Radio Regulations as shown below.

Reasons:
To allow the meteorological-satellite service to operate in the band 18.3-18.4 GHz on a worldwide basis. 

Issue B

The Arab States propose the addition of a new footnote to Article 5 of the Radio Regulations to encourage administrations to apply the technical limits and mitigation techniques specified in the Recommendation(s) that may be adopted either in the Radiocommunication Assembly or in the Conference to facilitate the sharing of the band 10.6-10.68 GHz between fixed and mobile services on the one hand and EESS (passive) on the other.
