WRC-07 Agenda item 1.11 was established at WRC‑03 to review sharing criteria and regulatory provisions for protection of terrestrial services, in particular terrestrial television broadcasting services, in the band 620‑790 MHz from broadcasting-satellite service networks and systems, in accordance with Resolution 545 (WRC‑03). It is to be recalled that the Arab Group at WRC-03 had not agreed to the use of this band by BSS networks and systems, and did not support any studies on sharing in this band.

Proposals

The Arab States propose the suppression of RR No. 5.311, Resolution 545 (WRC‑03) and Recommendation 705 (WRC-79).
