All frequency assignments notified in advance of their being brought into use shall be entered provisionally in the Master Register. Any frequency assignment to a space station provisionally recorded under this provision shall be brought into use no later than the end of the period provided under No. 11.44. Any other frequency assignment provisionally recorded under this provision shall be brought into use by the date specified in the notice, or by the date of expiry of the extension granted under No. 11.45, as the case may be. Unless the Bureau has been informed by the notifying administration of the bringing into use of the assignment, it shall, no later than fifteen days before the notified date of bringing into use, in the case of an earth station, or the end of the regulatory period established under No. 11.44 or No. 11.45, as appropriate, send a reminder requesting confirmation that the assignment has been brought into use within the regulatory period. If the Bureau does not receive that confirmation within thirty days following the notified date of bringing into use, in the case of an earth station, or the period provided under No. 11.44 or No. 11.45, as the case may be, it shall cancel the entry in the Master Register. The Bureau shall inform the administration concerned before taking such action.

Provisions of RR No. 22.2
The Arab States propose to modify RR No. 22.2 in order to clarify the relation between non-GSO systems and GSO networks in the fixed-satellite and broadcasting services. The original text stipulated that non-GSO systems shall not cause unacceptable interference to GSO networks, but did not precise that such systems shall not claim protection from GSO networks. The proposed modification is as follows:

Coordination distances for cases involving ground-based earth stations and aircraft stations

The Arab States propose a coordination distance of 500 km for a mobile earth station (aircraft) (while noting that this value represents the scenario which is the nearest to the worst case for conducting coordination). The following modification is proposed to Appendix 7 which addresses the methods for the determination of the coordination area around an earth station in frequency bands between 100 MHz and 105 GHz.

The Arab States propose to modify footnotes 5.329A and 5.328B. The modification to footnote 5.329A is to clarify that “other systems” in this footnote refer to the radionavigation-satellite service (space-to-Earth) and that the word “services” refers to services other than the radionavigation-satellite service. Modifications to RR No. 5.328B are also needed to make it clear that the application of the coordination procedure in RR Nos. 9.7, 9.12, 9.12A and 9.13 to RNSS (space-to-space) systems and networks is only with respect to other radionavigation-satellite service (space-to-space) systems and networks in the bands 1 215-1 300 MHz and 1 559-1 610 MHz and in these bands to limit the application of Resolution 610 (WRC-03) in such coordinations to transmitting space stations.
