They propose to place an item on the agenda of WRC‑11 on appropriate actions concerning the implementation of the results of studies related to this Resolution after its modification by WRC‑07.

Issue B – Recommendation 723 (WRC-03) – Spectrum usage and operational characteristics of electronic news gathering systems

The Arab States support the continuation of studies in this regard.

b)
The Arab Administrations have no objection to placing the results of these studies or any related future studies on the agenda of WRC-11, with a view to coordinating spectrum matters related to these systems.

Issue C – Resolution 74 (Rev.WRC-03) – Modification of Appendix 7 

Nothing is proposed, as there is no progress in this issue by ITU-R, as far as this Conference is concerned.

Issue D – Resolution 547 (WRC-03) – Updating of the “Remarks” columns in the Tables of Article 9A of Appendix 30A and Article 11 of Appendix 30 of the Radio Regulations
The Arab States will declare their position concerning this issue during the Conference, in the light of the report submitted by BR.

Issue E – Consideration of the technical parameters for the possible planning of the broadcasting-satellite service in the band 21.4-22 GHz in Regions 1 and 3

The Arab Administrations support placing an item on the agenda of WRC-11 for the consideration of RR No. 5.530, taking into account Resolutions 507 (Rev.WRC-03) and 525 (Rev.WRC-03), with a view to planning of the BSS band 21.4-22 GHz in Regions 1 and 3.

Issue F – Technical aspects of use of terrestrial optical free-space telecommunications (Resolution 118 (Marrakesh, 2002))

The Arab States support the results of studies related to this issue, and will request that the next conference consider the possibility of adding an allocation to these services in the Radio Regulations.

NOTE – Pursuant to Resolution 118 (Marrakesh, 2002), the Arab States intend to ask the next Plenipotentiary Conference, as they had done during PP-06, to modify No. 1005 in the Annex to the ITU Convention, containing the definition of certain terms used in the Convention, with the purpose of suppressing the upper limit of 3 000 GHz for radio waves, which would allow allocations in the bands of terrestrial optical free-space telecommunications.

Issue G – Definition of high-density applications within the fixed-satellite service (HDFSS)

The Arab States do not insist on defining such applications in the Radio Regulations, and accept the proposed new Recommendation, as it defines what is meant by this term (technical and operational properties of HDFSS).

Issue H – Definition of HEO 


ARB/39A21/8

The agreed Recommendation in this regard specifies the properties of these satellite systems that use highly elliptical orbits. There may be no need for a definition, subject to considering these systems as part of the fixed-satellite service. This is consistent with the position of the Arab States concerning Agenda item 1.18 of WRC‑03.

Issue I – Review of RR No. 23.3 by WRC-07

The Arab States consider this Article to be complete and support considering Nos. 23.2 and 23.3 as complementary to each other.

Incorporation of GE06 coordination and notification data in RR Appendix 4

The Arab States prefer to use Method A which implies the merger of Annexes 1A and 1B.
