Proposals
The Arab States propose to address this agenda item as follows:

I
Non-mandatory incorporation
1)
Footnote 5.208A: The Arab States insist on adding modification 1 to Recommendation 769-1, as the protection values in this update are reasonable and not exaggerated as in the case of the 769‑2 version.

2)
The Arab States do not agree to use the “most recent version” of recommendations, pursuant to Resolution 27 (Rev.WRC-03), paragraph 5, which authorized the use of three expressions in referring to non-mandatory recommendations, i.e. “should”, “may” or “the most recent version”, without making them mandatory, leaving it up to each future radiocommunication conference to decide thereon.

3)
Footnote 5.536A: The Arab States have no objection to the update of the reference number, but do not agree to use “the most recent version”, leaving this to each radiocommunication conference to decide thereon. The best example is the above-mentioned case of footnote 5.208A.

4)
Article 47: Nos. 26, 27, 28, 29, item 8 (1.2.3.4): the Arab States have no objection to using the most recent version when referring to Recommendation ITU‑R M.1169.

II
Mandatory incorporation
1)
The Arab States endorse the modification of Resolution 27 according to the CPM proposal 2bis.

2)
Content of Table 2-1: The Arab States approve the proposal concerning footnotes 5.446A and 5.328A, but not concerning footnote 5.443B as the text of the latter contained a comma between the mandatory text and the reference to the Recommendation.

3)
Content of Table 2-2: This Table includes a list of RR provisions and footnotes containing references to Recommendations incorporated in RR Volume 4 and others that are not included therein. CPM did not take any decision concerning the list prepared by BR, and just transmitted it to the Conference for information purposes only.
