to review the regulatory procedures and associated technical criteria of Appendix 30B without any action on the allotments, the existing systems or the assignments in the List of Appendix 30B
Introduction
The objective behind the agreed principles of RR Appendix 30B, is to provide an effective and equitable access for all ITU Member States to the GSO orbit/spectrum resources associated with the frequency bands regulated by this Appendix.

All the delegates participating in the consideration of this agenda item through the work of the concerned study group were keen to reach consensus on the principle of processing, whether sequential (as at present) or non-sequential. However, such consensus was not possible due to several factors. A new proposal on the processing principle was submitted only at the last study group meeting and agreement was difficult to reach concerning technical parameters and protection criteria. Furthermore, no consensus was reached on whether to keep or not to keep the coordination arc principle. Also, the four studies submitted at the last study group meeting showed disagreement on the single-entry and aggregate interference criteria. There was obvious disagreement as well on the position concerning a significant number of regulatory issues. One such important issue was the position concerning the need to accommodate the requirements of the new Member States (Palestine, for the Arab States). Thus, it seems impossible to complete the review of all the issues related to this agenda item during the period of the conference.

Proposals
Subject to the solutions that the conference may reach concerning the above-mentioned points of disagreement, the most important of which is a consensus on one methodology of processing and on technical parameters that could be agreed on, the Arab States propose to adopt the same method that has been adopted previously at the RRC-06, or that adopted for the revision of the plans contained 

in Appendices 30 and 30A. This implies the creation of three groups to work during the interval between WRC-07 and the next conference, with the mission of considering all the technical and procedural aspects related to Appendix 30B and submitting appropriate proposals to WRC-11. The three proposed groups are as follows:

a) 
a group of experts to study the technical aspects, to be chaired by an official from the ITU-R secretariat;
b)
a group that includes representatives from the administrations, with the mission of supervising and guiding the work of the expert group;
c)
a special committee to study the regulatory and procedural aspects, otherwise to mandate the Special Committee with this task which is related to the work of WRC‑11.

NOTE 1 – If this proposal cannot be adopted for financial reasons as it might have implications on the budget of ITU-R, and as such financial implications have not been considered, the Arab Group has no objections to mandating a working party of the relevant study group with the tasks specified in a) and b) above for the proposed group of experts and group of administrations. The Special Committee might be mandated with the mission of addressing the regulatory and procedural matters.

NOTE 2 – No matter what procedure may be adopted by the conference to follow up this matter, the BR experts have to submit clear proposals to help in carrying out the above-mentioned tasks on the basis of their accumulated experience in addressing the implementation of the Appendix 30B (difficulties in coordination, recording, methodology, etc.), with a view to fulfilling the objectives related to the revision.
