to consider possible changes in response to Resolution 86 (Rev. Marrakesh, 2002) of the Plenipotentiary Conference: “Advance publication, coordination, notification and recording procedures for frequency assignments pertaining to satellite networks” in accordance with Resolution 86 (WRC‑03)
Introduction

The African Administrations recognize the need to review the satellite regulatory provisions for advance publication, coordination and notification of frequency assignments. The CPM Report has addressed a large number of issues in this respect.

In essence, considerations of these issues should ensure that there is a reasonable balance between the needs of existing systems against the interests of new satellite networks (particularly from developing countries) that intend to access the already heavily used satellite allocations.

Resolution 86 (Rev. Marrakesh, 2002) requested that WRC‑03 and subsequent conferences review the regulatory procedures associated with the advance publication, coordination, notification and recording of frequency assignments pertaining to satellite networks. WRC‑03 identified in Resolution 86 (WRC‑03) the scope and the criteria to be used for the implementation of Resolution 86 (Rev. Marrakesh, 2002). resolves 1 of Resolution 86 (WRC‑03) specifically states that WRC‑07 should “consider any proposals which deal with deficiencies in the advance publication, coordination and notification procedures of the Radio Regulations (RR) for space services which have either been identified by the Board and included in the Rules of Procedure or which have been identified by administrations or by the Radiocommunication Bureau as appropriate”.

In general, the African Administrations support the general conclusions of the CPM Report and in particular:


AFCP/43A13/1

The African Administrations support the modification of Appendix 4 to make the data required for interference analysis mandatory with the submission of the Advance Publication Information (API) with respect to non-geostationary-satellite networks not subject to coordination under Section II of Article 9.


AFCP/43A13/2

The African Administrations support the inclusion of the data requested for passive and active sensors into Tables B and C as it will simplify the procedure and make the data available after the submission of an API .


AFCP/43A13/3

The African Administrations support a reduction (but not elimination) of the minimum time for a coordination request after an API to 4 months.


AFCP/43A13/4

The African Administrations support no change to Resolution 86 (WRC-03) (i.e. View B of the CPM Report to WRC-07) in view of deficiencies of Articles 9 and 11 of the Radio Regulations.


AFCP/43A13/5

The African Administrations support no change to Resolution 49 (Rev.WRC-03), being the only mechanism to discourage paper satellites.
