Introduction

The proposal deals with all of the issues addressing the identification of additional spectrum for all the services in the HF band 4-10 MHz, and in particular maritime mobile and HF broadcasting services.


AFCP/43A14/1

For Issues A and B, the African Administrations support Method 1 of the CPM Report to WRC-07, i.e. NOC to the Table of Frequency Allocations.

Reasons:
This recognizes the current implementation of adaptive techniques for fixed and mobile applications in the 2-30 MHz band.


AFCP/43A14/2

For Issue C, the African Administrations support Method 2 of the CPM Report to WRC-07, i.e. revision of Appendix 17 to enable the use of new technology by the maritime mobile service.

Reasons:
To encourage the implementation of new technologies.

AFCP/43A14/3

For Issue D, the African Administrations support Method 4 of the CPM Report to WRC-07, which proposes no additional allocations to the broadcasting service in the 4-10 MHz frequency range.
Reasons:
There is a need to protect existing and future services in this band. Any additional allocation for the broadcasting service in this band may constrain the current fixed, land mobile, maritime mobile and aeronautical mobile services.

For Issue E, the African Administrations support Method 8 of the CPM Report to WRC-07, i.e. no additional allocation for any service and no additional co-service sharing in the band 4-10 MHz.
