The African Administrations do not support the revision of Appendix 18 with respect to possible suppression of provisions related to non-GMDSS issues (i.e. Issue A).

For Issue A, the African Administrations support the method described in the CPM Report. In addition, option 1 for the revision of Article 5 of the Radio Regulations with respect to the frequency band 150.05-174 MHz is supported. 

Reasons:
Since certain African and other administrations would continue to have non-GMDSS distress and safety communication requirements, those requirements must be retained until the transition to GMDSS has been completed. This situation shall be taken into account during the revision of RR provisions related to non-GMDSS matters under Issue A.


AFCP/43A15/2

For Issue B (new technologies for maritime VHF), the African Administrations support the CPM text related to this issue.

Reasons:
The African Administrations support the revision of Appendix 18 in order to facilitate the split of two-frequency channels into one-frequency channels, and also assist the introduction of data services on Appendix 18 channels. The African Administrations support also the revision to Article 5 in order to provide for satellite detection of automatic identification system (AIS) messages.
