Bonnie Baca opened the meeting by presenting a document prepared by the FCC and used to open the first LNPA Working Group meeting on November 8, 1996.  In addition, she provided a brief history of LNPA activities conducted by the Working Group and the Architecture and Technical & Operational Requirements Task Forces (see attachment).  Finally, she described the charge from the Working Group at their May 2 meeting which resulted in a task force meeting on June 5-6 where the WW Integration Task Force was recommended and the June 30 meeting scheduled.  The Working Group endorsed this plan at their June 18 meeting.

After lengthy discussion the team adopted the following mission statement:

To provide recommendations for the wireless and wireline network and provisioning architecture and operational functionality supporting number portability including inter-service provider service order activity and interactions with NPAC.  The Wireless and Wireline Integration Task Force will identify the impacts of interoperability issues and develop equitable and neutral recommendations for NANC consideration.

Hoke Knox, Sprint, and Lori Messing, CTIA, were nominated to fill co-chair positions and were elected unanimously.  Following was a lengthy discussion of the issues facing the task force and activities to be undertaken.  At the June 5-6 meeting in St. Louis several issues were noted following a comparison of the CTIA Report on Number Portability and the LNPA Architecture Task Force report, i.e., Architecture & Administrative Plan for Local Number Portability.  As a starting point for the task force, contributions on these issues will be brought to the next meeting as follows:
