Filter Deletion
	This change order will allow Service Providers (SPs) to limit data downloads for subscription versions to only specific NPAs or NPA-NXXs.  The filters in place in the original version require SPs to specify each NPA-NXX they do not wish to receive.  This type of filter specification is nearly impossible to maintain in a production environment due to the number of NPA-NXXs in a region.  This change will allow SPs to define the data they are interested in receiving by specifying certain NPAs, NPA-NXXs, or all NPA-NXXs rather than defining what they do not wish to receive.

Notification Recovery
	Notification Recovery allows SPs to recover notifications that occur during downtime.  There are several notifications that are unrecoverable in the current system design which will negatively impact customers as well as SPs.  Following is a list of these unrecoverable notifications and the impact if they are not recovered following an outage:

Donor SP Customer Disconnect Date
If donor SP does not receive notification, they do not know they have recovered a telephone number for their use.

New NPA-NXX
Missing the notification of a new NPA-NXX with its effective date would result in an SP not knowing about a new code opening.

Audit Discrepancy and Results
If these notifications are lost the SP will have to contact the NPAC directly, resulting in less effective and efficient problem analysis and correction.

T1 and T2 Timers
If these notifications are lost, the old SP may miss the window to prevent a port from occurring.  This could also cause a subscription version to be cancelled in error by the NPAC if the new SP did not get notification of the port in time to indicate their concurrence.

Mass Update Requirements Modification
	Mass Updates are necessary when records are modified for a significant number of accounts in the NPAC SMS, for example, following an NPA split.  Currently Mass Update is ineffective due to the limited selection criteria of subscriptions versions by telephone number.  The selection criteria in the proposed change order will allow for selection of subscription versions by routing information, SPID, as well as by other useful fields.
