CTIA urged that default routed calls not be blocked because allowing incumbent LECs to block default routed calls when they may be acting as the only means of conducting a query and, thus, allowing a call to be completed, would discriminate against wireless carriers.  In the event that a CMRS or other SP believes that a LEC is blocking calls under circumstances unlikely to impair network reliability such SP may bring the issue before the NANC.  The FCC directs NANC to act expeditiously on these issues.
