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EXECUTIVE OVERVIEW- Architecture & Administrative Plan for Local Number Portability

In an FCC presentation to the LNP Working Group on November 8, 1996, the FCC identified specific determinations left to the NANC.  The determinations left to the NANC were as follows:

(1) What neutral third-party or parties will be local number portability administrator(s)

(2) Whether one or multiple LNPA(s) should be selected

(3) How the LNPA(s) should be selected

(4) The specific duties of the LNPA(s)

(5) The geographic coverage of the regional databases

(6) Various technical standards, including interoperability operational standards, network interface standards, and technical specifications

(7) Guidelines and standards by which the North American Numbering Plan Administrator and the LNPA(s) share numbering information

In response to the FCC’s determinations, attached is the first issuance of the Architecture & Administrative Plan for Local Number Portability.  The document addresses items 1-5 of the FCC determinations as identified on November 8, 1996.  This is a living document that will continue to be improved as other issues are identified and agreements reached.

Please approve the Architecture & Administrative Plan for Local Number Portability, Issue 1, for industry use.  Upon approval, we plan for distribution on the FCC’s web site as many industry participants need the document to establish LNP processes across the nation.
