With my letter of October 23 1997 to you on the subject of number pooling, the North American Numbering Council forwarded to you a copy of the Industry Numbering Committee (INC) Initial Report to the North American Numbering Council (NANC) on Number Pooling.

With this letter the NANC is including an updated version of that report which the NANC endorses as an important step toward the initiation of number pooling. It is the NANC's recommendation that the FCC share this report with the various state commissions, so that states are aware of the progress being made on a national level regarding number pooling. The NANC reiterates what was stated in my prior letter, viz. "that national guidelines for number pooling architecture, implementation, and administration are appropriate".

The NANC continues to believe that the adoption of number pooling is in the public interest. Nevertheless as stated in Section 3.4 of the Report, "the implementation of pooling may need to be area specific".

Number pooling is not a substitute for appropriate NPA relief in exhaust situations. The NANC believes however that number pooling can significantly improve number utilization and enhance local service competition.

As pointed out in Section 16 of the Report, significant additional effort is necessary to make number pooling a reality. NANC will continue to coordinate these national efforts as expeditiously as we can, subject to any guidance or action on the part of the FCC.
