This is a promised follow-up to my letter of January 22, 1998 relative to the petition of the New York Public Service Commission (NYPSC) to the FCC requesting Expedited Waiver of 47 CFR § 52.19(3)(c)(ii).





The North American Numbering Council (NANC) discussed the petition at a Conference Call Meeting on February 9, 1998. A draft copy of the minutes of that meeting is attached. The NANC heard from members of the New York PSC Staff who clearly presented the position of the NYSSC and fully answered the questions of participants.





A vote was taken of the NANC members present on the call in which they were asked to indicate who supported the petition and who abstained, the remainder being understood to oppose the petition. Twenty-seven of thirty-one members were present.  Three Incumbent Local Exchange Carrier (ILEC) members, as well as by the two NARUC members, and two Associations representing ILECs supported the petition.  Nine members abstained, and the remaining NANC members present on the call opposed the petition.  A listing of the positions of members is attached to this letter.





Bell Atlantic has agreed to supply information that is pertinent to the availability of numbering resources in the affected areas.  I will provide these data to you when received.  Similar data are not currently available in the case of Competitive Local Exchange Carriers ( CLEC's).
