Thank you for your interest in participating on the Federal Communications Commission’s federal advisory committee, the North American Numbering Council (NANC or Council).  We are pleased to accept your nomination on behalf of the National Association of Regulatory Utility Commissioners (NARUC) and invite you to become a voting member of the Council effective immediately.   It is our understanding that the California Public Utilities Commission will fully fund the expenses for your active participation on the Council.
