Enclosed is a copy of the North American Numbering Council (NANC) Wireless Number Portability Subcommittee (WNPSC) report on Wireless Number Portability Technical, Operational, and Implementation Requirements Phase II.  This report was submitted to the NANC at its July 19, 2000, meeting and was adopted by the Council at its September 19, 2000, meeting.  

In the Telephone Number Portability Second Report and Order, CC Docket 95-116, FCC 97-289, the FCC directed the NANC to develop the guidelines and procedures necessary for Commercial Mobile Radio Service (CMRS) provider participation in Local Number Portability (LNP).  For that purpose, the WNPSC developed this report based upon their agreements on the requirements and procedures needed to support wireless LNP implementation by November 24, 2002.  The report focuses on the technical, operational, and implementation requirements necessary for CMRS provider compliance, including support of nationwide roaming.  

The report does not address the feasibility of implementing Thousand Block Pooling prior to becoming LNP capable.  However, per a NANC action item on this topic, the WNPSC addressed this issue in a presentation to the NANC on July 20, 1999, entitled, Wireless Pooling Alternative Evaluation. 

Upon approval of this report by the NANC, the WNPSC requested that the NANC forward the report to the FCC as a recommended guideline for CMRS provider participation in LNP.
