Dear Chairwoman Besser:

I am responding to the letter of you and your fellow Commissioners relative to a dispute with Lockheed Martin concerning the conduct of a virtual pooling analysis in Massachusetts.

The issue raised in your letter is one that the North American Numbering Council (NANC) cannot answer without significant analysis.  I have referred your letter to NANC’s North American Numbering Plan Administration Oversight Group for its consideration and recommendation to the NANC. This group is currently reviewing Lockheed Martin’s responsibilities under FCC rules and requirements attendant to those rules, as well as proposed requirements that Lockheed Martin would assume as 1000 block number pooling administrator. The co-chairs of the Oversight Group have assured me that your issue will be considered as part of their review.

I should also say that the exact solution you seek--that the NANC direct Lockheed to comply with your request--is outside the authority of the NANC as a federal advisory committee.

I will keep you informed of our consideration of this matter. In the meantime you may want to discuss this matter with Anna Gomez in the Network Services Division of the Common Carrier Bureau of the Federal Communications Commission. She can be reached at 202 418 2403.
