Dear Mr. Metzger:

In an ex parte presentation dated September 4, 1997, Mitretek Systems raised questions about the neutrality of Lockheed Martin Corporation, specifically whether that corporation or its affiliates are telecommunications service providers and whether it meets the necessary neutrality requirements to act as North American Numbering Plan Administrator (NANPA).

At its meeting on September 23, 1997, the North American Numbering Council reviewed the Mitretek filing as well as ex parte presentations on behalf of Lockheed Martin dated September 11 and September 19, 1997.

It was the opinion of all NANC members present at the meeting that neither Lockheed Martin nor any of its affiliates is a telecommunications service provider as defined in the Telecommunications Act of 1996.  It was the opinion of all members present that as a matter of law and fact, Lockheed Martin fulfills the neutrality requirements to serve as the North American Numbering Administrator.

It is the expressed hope of the NANC members that these filings and their consideration will not delay the appointment of a new NANPA by the Commission.
