Dear Ms. Brown:

Enclosed is the response of the North American Numbering Council (NANC) to the March 23, 1998 letter from A. Richard Metzger, the former Chief of the Federal Communications Commission's Common Carrier Bureau, requesting a NANC report “sufficiently detailed to support both technically and operationally, a uniform, nationwide system for pooling by December, 1999”. The recommendation contained in the enclosed report reflects four months of intense effort, dedication, acceptance and consensus on the part of all of the members of  the Numbering Resource Optimization Working Group (NRO-WG).

The Executive Summary and Recommendations that are part of this document reflect the consensus of NANC at its meeting of September 22 and 23, 1998. The document includes reports containing minority views of some members of the NRO-WG.

This report is incomplete in that additional work needs to be done relative to a number of areas that were identified by the NRO-WG for review and evaluation. These areas of investigation are:

1. Rate Center Consolidation

2. Location portability

3. Unassigned number pooling

4. NXX Code sharing

5. Route Indexing

6. Number Aging

7. Central Office Code Guideline modifications for optimizing resource conservation

8. Reducing potential for geographic NPA exhaust (mobile service overlays, reclamation of under utilized NXX, administrative measures such as utilization analysis and jeopardy processes)

9. Reducing the demand for individual telephone numbers

10. Fill rate requirements – e.g. utilization thresholds

11. Extended local calling areas

12. Inconsistent rate centers

At the conclusion of its meeting on October 21, 1998, NANC intends to forward to you a final report including the completion of these items. In the final report, no substantive changes will be made to the items that are complete in the enclosed report, viz. 1000-Block Pooling and Individual Telephone Number (ITN) pooling.

NANC respectfully requests that the enclosed report not be put on Public Notice for comment, pending your receipt of its final report in October.
